However unpleasant our recent experiences have been, they have also helped to create an environment primed for “post-traumatic
growth” in literally every aspect of our future existence.

but critically important awarenesses faculty should develop to help ensure that they are poised to excel in their professions in the
future and how the CETL is preparing to facilitate an evolution in professional development at Qatar University

What COVID-19 has done to Professional Development of Teachers in Higher Education?
Speaker: Dr. Samer Gharib, Education Developer, University of Essex

Description: An overview of the changing landscape of professional development in HE pre and post Covid-19.

COVID-19 has hit deep and hard, with acknowledgment of the various degrees of effect, the HE community and their approaches to
professional development. The current crisis exists at the backdrop of how Professional Development in Higher education is viewed.
Exploring the features of effective professional development that consists of "a content focus, active learning, coherence, duration, and
collective participation." (Desimone 2009). The speaker argues that the last feature of "collective participation," that affects attitudes
and beliefs is probably the most important. Prior to COVID, HE was often characterized by limited engagement from a large sway of
professional practitioners in Continuing Professional Development (CPD) and most Technology Enhanced Learning (TEL). There is a
blurred line between achieving a level of maturity in learning and teaching practice, and expertise in subject area.

In this session, the speaker will share the current trends in response to COVID-19 and future directions of CPD in the post-pandemic
era. The prevailing features include wider 'mass' participation, pragmatism and inclusion.
