Academic Calendar
Annual listing of all official dates and deadlines for the academic year.

Academic Dismissal
The involuntary removal of a student from theiversity for unsatisfactory academichéevement.

Academic Load
Total credits for with a student is registered in a given semester or term.

Academic Probation

Status of any undergraduate student who has completed a mininfufundergraduate credit hours with less
than a 2.00 cumulative GPA. The academic standing of a diploma stuttlehtis a cumulative GPA of less than
2.50. The academic standing of a graduate student achieving less than a 3.00 cumulative GPA.

Academic Record
Records directly related to the education of a student and maintained by the Registration Department.

Academic Standing
Determined by academic regulations governing good standing, probation and dismissal.

Academic Warning

An official notification to students who failed to achieve in any particular semester a term GPA equal to at least
minimum cumulativeGPA requirement for "Good Standing" or whose additional failure in a particular course will
result in academic dismissal.

Academic Year
The period beginning with the first day of class of a fall semester and those, which follow, up to, but exckuding, t
first day of class of the fall semester of the following year.

Add and Drop
A period of time at the beginning of each semester/term when students can adjust schedules by dropping or ac
courses or changing sections of a course.

Admission
Formal aceptance as a student.
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Admission Terminated

Refers to a student status that is applied to students who do not register in a class for the semester of
admission and did not receive a deferral. The status is applicable to all levels and is etetetieel @ahd of the
Drop/Add period and before the admission file is transferred to the Records Section.

Advisory Hold
An advisory hold consists of a mechanism that prevents students from registering in classes or receivin
university service. Studenstiould meet with their advisor to remove the advisory hold.

Those who have graduated from Qatar University.

Audit a Course
Permission to attend and participate in a course without receiving academic credit.

Bachel ords Degree
A four-year minimum undergraduate degree.

University student ideification card providing and controlling access to university facilities and services.

Incomplete

Academic System

The academic system is based on the US semester system of two periods of stuénoh Haling, and course
work measured in credit hours. The academic year is comprised of 16 weeks of study in addition to a sumi
session. Credit hours are established depending on the scope of the course.

The normal duration of study at QU mayvaryadcorng t o each programbs requi
study may not exceed eight years from the date of enrollment at the undergraduate level and four years from
date of enrollment at the graduate level. This excludes the period spent in tdatlouRrogram.

A degree is awarded to each student who has fulfilled all the academic requirements of his/her program wit
minimum cumulative GPA of 2.00 on apbint scale. Graduatioceremonies are held annually.

Language of Instruction

Starting inSpring 2012, several changes on language provision at QU came into effect. Students joining Arab
taught programs are exempt from Foundation Program requirements and additional degree programs are b
offered in Arabic, including International Affaiesnd Business & Economics.

Arabic remains the official language of administrative communication at the organization.

The University strives to provide as many course hours as possible, based on the capacity within the differ
disciplines. Admission tollaQU programs continues to be based on student competitiveness and prograr
capacity. It is, however, compulsory that students enroll in core curriculum courses. Further information abc
the core curriculum can be found on QU website.
