This course focuses on the unique characteristics of the service environment, adapting 

marketing management concepts to the service business context. The course covers 

identifying and analyzing the various components of the extended services marketing 

mix and discussing key issues concerning the management and measurement of service 

quality and customer satisfaction. It provides an understanding of the critical role of 

service personnel and customers with respect to service delivery, service failure, and 

service recovery. It also examines relationship marketing and the overlap between 

marketing, operations and human resource functions in service organizations.
