Department of Arabic Language

The Department of Arabic Language at the College of Arts and
Sciences is committed to preparing specialists in Arabic language and
literature. All courses provide students with essential knowledge and
experience in Arabic linguistics, literature, and criticism. Furthermore,
we aim to graduate students with a range of intellectual skills related
to the chosen subject area, and qualifying skills suitable for social and
professional context. The Department of Arabic Language offers a
degree of “B.A. in Arabic Language” and a degree of “M.A. in Arabic
Language & Literature”.
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Department of Biological and Environmental Sciences

The Department of Biological and Environmental Sciences offers four
programs of study, two Graduate Programs of respectively PhD in
Biological & Environmental Sc. and M. Sc. in Environmental Sc. and
two Undergraduate Programs of respectively B.Sc. in Biological Sc.
and B.Sc. in Environmental Sc. The PhD in Biological & Environmental
Sc., started in Fall 2013, provides students with the most advanced
research skills enabling them to carry out research independently,
publishing and showing innovations and creativity. The M. Sc. in
Environmental Sc., started in Fall 2011, is an accredited (CHES-UK)
program dedicated to the graduation of professionals and researchers
who are committed to the development of a sustainable environment
for Qatar. It is an interdisciplinary graduate program in environmental
science that is the first choice of students preparing graduates for
both industry and PhD programs. The program of B.Sc. in Biological
Science is designed in such a way as to provide proper training

and qualification in modern biology, meeting the unprecedented
advancement in the field and responding to the needs and aspiration
of the Qatari society.

The B.Sc. in Environmental Science is an accredited and the first
program of its kind in Qatar. It is developed to address escalating
issues and problems associated with the environment of Qatar, and
the region, as well as imminent and consequential projected needs of
stakeholders. All these 4 programs create an exciting and excellent
Teaching and Research environment.
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Department of Chemistry and Earth Sciences

The Department was established in 1973. It offers a BSc with a
Chemistry major (male and female students) and a Chemistry minor
(male and female students) and a Geology minor (male students).
The Chemistry program also offers courses to various programs

at Qatar University including Chemical Engineering, Biological and
Environmental Sciences, Human Nutrition, Biomedical Science,

and Pharmacy. The Geology program offers introductory courses

to a wide variety of students, as well as more advanced courses for
students with a Geology minor. The Chemistry program serves the
Qatari community in several aspects, e.g. by offering consultations,
suggesting solutions for numerous scientific problems, and by
holding symposiums and public lectures. Chemistry faculty members
also provide special workshops and training for employees in many
sectors. In addition, many graduates from the Chemistry program
have come to serve as teachers in a number of schools and academic
institutions.
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Department of English Literature and Linguistics

The Department of English Literature and Linguistics provides high
quality student-centered education in a positive learning and research
environment. Students acquire a broad-based grounding in English
literature, linguistics, and translation. The program equips students to
meet the challenges of their careers and it enhances their awareness
and appreciation of human values and the literature, culture, and
language of others.
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Gulf Studies Program

The Gulf Studies Graduate Program offers a Master of Arts in Gulf
Studies, providing students an unparalleled opportunity to examine
the Gulf while living in the region itself.

The two-year program, taught in English, offers an in-depth and
interdisciplinary curriculum. The program’s expert faculty comprised
of highly regarded academics in the Gulf Studies field, academic
rigor, international student body, events, and research and internship
opportunities position students to be experts in the Gulf and
understand the challenges and opportunities facing the region.
Financial assistance is available on a competitive basis.
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Department of Health Sciences

The Department of Health Sciences at the College of Arts and
Sciences is committed to providing distinctive high quality of college
education in the areas of health sciences which is reflected on its
graduates in terms of scientific competence and competitiveness

in the labor market. The Department offers three bachelor degrees,
namely: Human Nutrition, Public Health and Biomedical Science; with
the latter offering a master degree as well.
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Department of Humanities

The Department of Humanities offers a Bachelor Degree in
history, and selected courses in Geography and Philosophy
which are designed to equip students with basic knowledge and
modern techniques in the two fields. History program prepares
students academically in three areas, including, Islamic history,
Modern Gulf History and European History. Introductory and
advanced courses of history train students in critical analysis and
reasoning, as well as written and oral communication skills. They
also prepare them to establish their careers in various fields such
as journalism, education, museum work, politics and public civil
service, or to pursue graduate studies.
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Department of International Affairs

The Department of International Affairs at the College of Arts and
Sciences offers a multidisciplinary program at the undergraduate
level which provides students with tools to understand the

major components that shape today’s world and the theoretical
knowledge and practical ability to pursue careers in the
international arena. Established in 2006, IAP is at the forefront

in gearing students for leadership roles with multinational
implications. The Program offers a degree of B.A. in International
Affairs. The Policy, Planning and Development program offers an
interdisciplinary degree focused on generating knowledge and
understanding the public policy, energy security, urban planning
and development, and environment, through focusing on
national, regional, and international issues. The degree seeks to
prepare its graduates to thrive in an increasingly interdependent
global community by grounding them in independent critical
thinking, leadership skills, global awareness, tolerance, and
social responsibility. Graduates will be ready for further study and
professional careers in both the public and private sectors.
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Department of Mass Communication

The Department of Mass Communication at the College of
Arts and Sciences aims at preparing undergraduate students
for successful mass communication-related careers. Through
curricular, extracurricular, and internship activities, the
Department helps students build a broad understanding of the
role of the mass communication discipline in society. The Mass
Communication Program strives students with a well-rounded
understanding of the field of Mass Communication, while
allowing for the acquisition of an in-depth understanding of one
area of specialization such as Print/ Online Journalism, Public
Relations, Advertising, and Broadcast Journalism.
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Materials Science & Technology Program

Materials Science and Technology Program is the first of its kind

MSc program in Qatar and it brings to the industry an important
postgraduate program that will serve Qatar vision 2030 in developing
a knowledge-based economy. The program delivers graduate
education and research opportunities for students and professionals in
35 credit hours leading to the Master of Science in Materials Science
and Technology.

The program focuses on the understanding of scientific principles,
analysis and evaluation of the characteristics and behavior of
materials, including nano/microstructures, physical and chemical
properties, energy thermodynamics of materials, transformation
states and processes, compound materials and research on industrial
applications of specific materials. It also helps in solving key issues
facing the world in energy, environment, communication, healthcare
and transport.

In contrast to classical sciences and engineering programs, the
Materials Science and Technology Program offers numerous research
opportunities to the students who can choose from a wide selection
of fields of interest such as: Nano-composites, Surface Sciences,
Thin Films, Semiconductors, Nanoparticles, Metallurgy and Polymeric
Materials.

The program benefits from the support and collaboration of its various
industrial partners such as Qatar Petroleum, Qatar Steel, QChem

and Qatalum, QEERI, Anti-Doping Laboratory Qatar, Qatar Museum
Authority, to name a few.

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Department of Mathematics, Statistics & Physics

The Department of Mathematics, Statistics & Physics’s vision is
becoming one of the leading departments in the region, MSP is
committed to creating and disseminating high quality knowledge
related to Mathematics, Statistics and Physics through research,
teaching and various professional contributions as well as serving

the academic community and the public in general. To exemplify

this commitment, in 2011, the department initiated the Statistics

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Arabic for Non-Native Speakers Program

The Arabic for Non-Native Speakers Program is a one academic

year curriculum. It falls into six levels: Elementary 1, Elementary 2,
Intermediate 1, Intermediate 2, Advanced 1 and Advanced 2.
Students concentrate on language functions, and communicative
skills of listening comprehension, speaking, reading, writing and
pragmatics. It is expected in the near future to expand ANNS program
to a Center of Arabic for Non-Native Speakers, it is hoped that the
center would meet the growing demand for this language.
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
